Semester (in conjunction with the Dean of Students) and Study Snacks. These events are to be coordinated with
representatives from throughout the college community (i.e. Student Life Office, Admissions, Alumni, Athletics, etc.) as
necessary.
The Vice President of Student and Community Services shall be accountable to the Executive Cabinet and the Genera
Assembly for the administration of the Leadership Retreat and Study Snacks budget. This responsibility includes the
dlocation of funds as budgeted and ending the year in a balanced budget.
The Vice President of Student and Community Services shall oversee Homecoming and other specia events of the
Association. These events are to be coordinated with representatives from throughout the college community (i.e. Student Life
Office, Admissions, Alumni, Athletics, etc.). The Vice President of Student Services shall work with the SGA Events
Coordinator to communicate with the college community, but shall retain final responsibility for such communication.
The Vice President of Student and Community Services is accountable to the Executive Cabinet and the General Assembly for
the administration of the Homecoming budget. This responsibility includes the alocation of funds as budgeted and ending the
year in abalanced budget situation.
The Vice President of Student and Community Services shall serve as an SGA representative on the Community Life
Committee. The committee shall be ajoint venture of SGA and Student Life. The two representatives will be responsible for
reporting business of the Community Life Committee back to the General Assembly
The Vice President of Student and Community Services shall serve on the Homecoming Committee for Sterling College and
isresponsible for reporting the business of the Committee to the Executive Cabinet and the General Assembly.
The Vice President of Student and Community Services shall serve on the Sterling College Food Service Committee and is
responsible for reporting the business of that committee to the Executive Cabinet and the General Assembly.
During Spring Semester the Vice President of Student and Community Servicesis required to present his’her position to the
person who has been elected to take the position for the following year. Options include but are not limited to:

a. meeting one on one from April 1 to the end of the semester

b.  creating throughout the year a staff advisor approved resource manual to be passed on

c. participating in the meetings and activities of the new cabinet members

d. introducing/connecting the new officer to advisors and resources relevant to the position of Vice President of

Student Services.
