Position Description: Student Ministries Intern (SMI)
Compensation: $750.00 scholarship
Part-Time 4-7 hours per week

Purpose:

SMI is responsible for assisting Youth Director with the supervision, coordination and carrying out of the overall youth program for age groups 6th grade to young adult at Covenant Presbyterian Church. 
General:

-SMI must demonstrate a strong Christian faith and a mature Christian commitment in both personal lifestyle and demonstrated work experience so as to be a steady and trustworthy presence in Student Ministry program and in the life of the community. 
-SMI must truly enjoy working with youth and young adults and must be willing to engage in an “intentional servant/witness ministry of intense presence” to cultivate significant relationships with youth/young adults and their parent/guardian(s) as well as other adults in the faith community.
-SMI will work in conjunction with the Youth Director to assist in cultivating and maintaining space and culture in which youth and young adults can be safe physically, emotionally, and spiritually; a space where youth and young adults can be themselves, and within which a culture of theological awareness and theological curiosity can flourish and youth and young adults can be met by minister and peer not only “where” they are but “how” they are. 
-The goal of the Covenant Presbyterian Church Student Ministry Program is to glorify God through the enrichment and strengthening of relationships with each other and with God through the equipping of young people with appropriate tools for theologically competent discernment within the Body of Christ.
Supervision:

SMI is directly supervised and directed by the Youth Director and is subject to direction from Head of Staff.  

Primary Job Responsibilities:
1. Model genuinely loving, healthy, and appropriate engagement with God, peer, and community. 

2. Cultivate genuine and healthy pastoral relationships with youth/young adults, with parent/guardians, and with other significant adults in the faith community.  

3. Assist with Wednesday night, Sunday Morning (Confirmation Class and High School), and special Student Ministry activities throughout the year.
4. Lead various classes/activities as directed by Youth Director. 

5. Attend and participate in regular fellowship/training/discipling/planning activities as scheduled by Youth Director (including Appropriate Relations in Ministry annually).

6. In accordance with the mission and purpose of Covenant Presbyterian Church, assist the Youth Director in planning and implementing programs to meet the Youth and Young Adults (YaYA) Committee’s goals and objectives.

7. Assist with Youth Sunday at least annually (includes rehearsal).

8. Evaluate and keep abreast of the needs of youth/young adults and consult regularly with Youth Director regarding the same.

9. Be at Covenant Presbyterian Church each Sunday morning and Wednesday evening except as approved in advance by Youth Director or Head of Staff.

10. Assist Youth Director with integrating Youth into other areas of the life of the church.
11. Perform tasks as requested by Youth Director.

Experience and Education:

SMI shall be a self-starter who has a creative talent, the ability to integrate into and function well within a Team Ministry setting and will demonstrate strong leadership skills.  Good computer and organizational skills are essential. SMI shall be a college/university student/graduate student with a passion for ministry. Christian Ministry degree track is highly desirable.
