Wyoming Field Course Cooking Job

The University Honors College of the University of Pittsburgh seeks a cook to serve 15-25 students and faculty of an undergraduate field studies operation near Laramie, Wyoming, this summer from approximately June 23 to August 5.  The studies focus on paleontology, geology, archaeology and ecology as well as studio arts and western literature.  The class, faculty, and the cook live in a motel in Rock River, Wyoming, in which we lease the kitchen and dining room, and in tents on the property where there are propane stoves. The principal meal concerned is dinner, but the cook will also set up daily provisions for cereal breakfasts and sandwich lunches that students will prepare and pack for themselves.  The cook will be responsible for regular trips to Laramie to buy all necessary food.  Although students can help with meal clean-up, the cook will be responsible for organizing this, and the cook must assure that the motel kitchen is always kept in top condition.

In addition to monetary compensation, which is negotiable, the cook will benefit from close affiliation with a remarkable learning community and a tract of property whose intellectual assets include pristine beds of dinosaur bones, Native American archaeology spanning 9,000 years, and prairie ecology.  The cook will join in field trips including a 6-day trip all over the state of Wyoming including Yellowstone National Park and the Tetons.
