An adjunct faculty position is available for an individual to teach CJ240 – Corrections, Probation and Parole.  This course provides an overview of the theory behind corrections, as well as historical and current practices of corrections within the criminal justice system.  This course examines various types of correctional institutions, alternatives to incarceration, legal rights of inmates, reintegration into the community following release, parole/probation and major issues confronting correctional institutions. This adjunct faculty position is available beginning May, 2017.
