· Helps with tournament scheduling, league scheduling, and team rosters
· Updates tournament results, learns procedures on working with multiple softball and baseball organizations (ASA & USSSA)

· Works closely with Active Network, new database system being installed on our new web site
· Is responsible for assuring the outlined procedures before, during and after a game are fully completed by self and staff
· Is visible and available to staff, coaches, participants and fans to answer questions
· Listens to concerns, resolves problems and corrects inappropriate behavior.  Documents situations and relays to Sports Program Coordinator or Facility Director
· Immediately notifies Sports Program Coordinator of any item of value that is left at Fun Valley Sports Complex or Hobart Detter Baseball Field to receive instructions on where item is to be stored or delivered
· Checks in with sports office at Fun Valley prior to scheduled event for necessary information, instructions, or supply/equipment pick up.  Returns Pitching Limitation Forms and score sheets to Fun Valley sports office
· Oversee the safety of players and ensure the particular sport’s and organizations rules are followed
· Works with UIC (Umpire in Charge) during and after sporting event has ended
· Maintains regular and predictable attendance
· Performs other duties as assigned
